Are you troubled with vandals? WMWriting or drawing on walls, broken
windows, property damaged or moved aboui? Sadly, these things
happen all over the countryand Sawtry is no longer escaping from,
these people with a grudge against something.

So what do we do? Just moan? Ring the police? Run out and grab them?
Write to the newspapers? Tell the Headmaster? All these reactions
might relieve your feelings but they don't always solve the problem.

When we were a small village and people knew each other, the biggest
deterrent to misbehaviour were that you would be seen and known,
and that those who saw you misbehaving probably had enolUgh community
spirit to go round and tell the parents what was going on. Or the
local "bobby", walking on his beat, would “use his infiluence" in
ways we don't hear much support for ncowadays.

We shall not be going back to those days, sa what do you do now?
A few suggestions:-

1. If you see vandalism happening, report it at once to the Police
on 999. Be -ready te describe accurately what ycu saw, AND
be ready to stand up in c¢ourt and repeat it. ({So many people
back down at this last bit. But unless you support the palice
they cannot prosecute}.

2. If you know the vandals and their parents, a message straight in
that direction could help. But that's not always easy.

3. On the prevention side, we could all help to build a village
where peaple have plenty to do {employment, sport, recreational
activities) so they don't get bored and take it out on others.

4 We might also avoid some problems by making plLaces iess of a.
temptation to vandals. Empty buildings, dark alleys, waiting
places all attract trouble. If we start with a pleasant
environment it's less likely %o get degraded. (And if trouble
strikes clear it up straight away. That way you deprive these
people of their desire toc shock]).

Originallﬁ there weve five pubs in the
village. The Oddfellows Arms, Church St.

There is a plaque indicating which of

che coctages it was. Frank Warren was
 landlord. Nexc there was The Durham Ox,
known locaily as The Bull. This

was on the corner (left), of St. Judith's
Lane. Charley Scotney was the owner.
_ Next was The l..'helg-uers, right hand side

next to Hoskins old shop. Sid Cooper

was landlord. This is now Chequers Cottage.
There was a Blacksmiths Shop which is

now part of Cooper’s Carage.

Archur S:epimeuson was the blacksmich.
South-side of the Al was the Police

Sration. WNorthbound there was a row of

3 or 4 cottages, plus garage and cafe.(Toll Bar)
Just past The Royal Oak was a garzge and
cafe also, o.wn.ed by Chapman's. Miss Claysen
had a sweet shop, where Collect's butchers
. was, Becky Goodlife had a shop crammed with
every thing imaginable. There was also

a fish and chip shop, and Dora Bella's

sweer shop. This was where Mellor's

Court is now. Councry Life was a watch
repairer, Mr Parker. Johnm Green's old

shop wac a bakery. “which was owned by
- Mr & Mrs Hewton.

Mrs Newton srill lives in Sawtry.
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The Abbey National was a plumbers,
Percy Smith was the plumber, The
Post—Qffice was originally in Hoskin's
old shop.

The Cross—Keys,

The firasr week in June was "feast
week". There was always a fair on the
village grgen. )

During the war, because the schopl
wasn't big enough, due to evacuee's
coming into the village, the children
enly had half-day schooling.

Many years ago, before the two news—
agents were around, Mrs Rose Fell,
(Hughes as she was then), used to
deliver news-papers frbm her heme. She
became a regular figure, biking around
the area. She lived in a cottage at
The Betreat. After her husband's death,
she moved to Church Street, still
deliveri.né newspapers from there.

Ray Lockhead had John Green's old shop
as an electrical/radio shop. MHe then
moved onto Greenways, His shop is now
Cox's. Mrs Pell then took over the old
bakery from Ray Lockhead and then,

many years later, John Green took over
the lease from her. The shop has seen
many changes over the years, from bakery

to electrical shop, to newsagents,
